SUBSCRIPTION AND ACCESS PROCEDURE 

We are now developing the site’s commercial software.  It is envisaged that subscription to the presently free support material will soon cost a one time payment of AUS $49 for access for individuals, by internet-enabled computer and mobile phone, to all illustrations, comments, zoom-ability [to enlarge the illustrations], and print-ability [as a notable workbook, a competency based training record and sign off sheets for recognition, accreditation and licensing.]

SUBSCRIBING TO SITE:

Specifically subscription will require subscribers to complete a section of the website, which would ask them to:

-1-fill in their details, title, name, address, profession, contact telephone number at work and home and their personal email address, [which would become their logon], plus a way that they could change these details with a personal code should they change addresses, [which will be called their ‘personal details changing code’ to distinguish it from their ‘personal next website access code’ and could be requested to be sent to their registered email should they forget it and need to change their details]

-2-pay a one off payment [$49 Australian Dollars or the equivalent in other currencies on that day] by credit card or by using Paypal and 

-3-accept/agree to a legal statement that the copyright is still owned by Imagi-Natives Pty Ltd, that they will only use the material for their own individual use and not share the material or access codes with anyone else, and that the copyright owner, distributors, etc are not responsible for any damage disclaimer. [Company lawyers are writing this at present for inclusion in the software when ready]

USING SITE AFTER SUBSCRIBING:

-4-From then on logging on with their email address would take them to a page that asks them to confirm [or change using their ‘personal details changing code’] their personal details and again agree to the legal statement [refer #3 above]  

-5- When they agree to that the computer would then check that they have paid and then send immediately, a unique access code for only one session to their registered email address – so they would then go collect it and use it to access the database for that one session.  The code would not work again after that to stop them sharing it.  If they wanted to access the site again they would need to log on again and be sent another ‘personal next website access code’.

[It is hoped this will provide security for the subscriber and also for our intellectual property rights, which are so easily negated through copying of CD’s and sharing of passwords].
